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David Grizzle Shared His Story
of Service to God and Country at
the January Partnership Meeting

The Mint Museum was the scene of the January
26" reception and meeting of Women of Vision, Following
a social hour of wine
and appetizers, David
Cinizzle, Senior
Vice President of
Continental Airhnes,
spoke on his 14-
month experience in
Afphanistan, serving
as Transportation and
Infrastructure Chief
with the State
Depantment.

David began
his talk describing the
preparation mvolved
in committing to such ;
a long assignment, : s ki
both financially and David Grizzle shared his passion for
emotionally, Having mission and his experiences in
Afghanistan with WOV partners and
spouses al the fanuary partnership
mfe.'mg.

met his wife Anne,
while both were
students at Harvard,
thewr hearts, even as college students, were in the field of
missions. Following college and law school, David became
a highly-paid Wall Street attorney, but he and his wife did
not adopt a commensurate lifestyle. Instead, they sought 1o
determine how much money “was enough,” to fund an
dcceptable lifestyle, determining in advance that as their
income grew, their lifestyle would not expand accordingly.
Because of this discipline, they were always able to put
money aside to cover the cost of mission trips and could
sustain lost wages while on those trips.

When asked by the State Departrment to consider
the assignment in Afghanistan, David knew his salary
would be about one-tenth what he eamed as an officer for
Continental. Money, however, was not his concern. He
wormcd more about the absence for so long trom his wife
and three sons, He believed that he was doing what God
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
